EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

August 7, 2015 
 
The Education Estimating Conference on Florida College System Enrollment met on August 7, 2015, to review 
actual Florida College System full-time-equivalent (FTE) enrollment (FTE-3) for FY 2014-15. The actual FTE 
enrollment for FY 2014-15 was presented in comparison to the March 3, 2015, FTE-2A estimate as well as to 
the actual FTE for the prior year (FY 2013-14).  
 
Total actual enrollment for FY 2014-15 was 334,178 FTE, which is slightly less (-877 FTE or 0.3%) than the 
March estimate of 335,055 FTE. The Conference recognized seven colleges whose actual enrollment varied by 
fewer than 10 FTE from the previous estimate. The actual enrollment represents a decrease of 6,378 FTE 
(1.9%) from the actual enrollment of 340,556 FTE in FY 2013-14. Although enrollment was down from the 
prior year, the year-to-year declines appear to be leveling off.  
 
For all Lower Division programs, FTE enrollment decreased by 7,773 FTE (or 2.4%), from 327,622 FTE in FY 
2013-14 to 319,849 FTE in FY 2014-15. The loss in Lower Division FTE is primarily related to a steep decline 
in Developmental Education enrollment (decrease of 9,932 FTE or 32.3%) from FY 2013-14. Although 
enrollment increased in nearly all of the other Lower Division program areas, the increases are not sufficient to 
offset the significant decline in Developmental Education enrollment. For Upper Division programs, the actual 
FY 2014-15 enrollment was 14,329 FTE, an increase of 1,395 (10.8%) over the 2013-14 enrollment of 12,934. 
Upper Division FTE accounted for 4.3% of total enrollment in FY 2014-15. 
 
The Conference also reviewed FY 2014-15 actual enrollment for Dual Enrollment programs. After leveling off 
in the previous year, dual enrollment had stronger growth in FY 2014-15, increasing to 21,463 FTE (+856 FTE 
or 4.2%) over the prior year.

The Conference adopted the FY 2014-15 actual enrollment numbers as presented by the Division of Florida 
Colleges without modification. The Conference also reviewed headcount enrollment trends in developmental 
education as well as a preliminary projection of total FTE enrollment for FY 2015-16.  The preliminary 
projection for FY 2015-16 totals 335,462 FTE, an increase of 1,284 FTE or 0.4% over FY 2014-15. As a share 
of the total, Upper Division FTE continue to grow and account for 4.4% of the total projected enrollment level.
