Education Estimating Conference on
Florida College System Enrollment

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
December 8, 2016

The Education Estimating Conference on Florida College System Enrollment met on December 2, 2016, and
December 8, 2016, to consider Florida College System full-time-equivalent (FTE) enrollment for FY 2016-17
(FTE-1A). The estimates are based on preliminary FY 2016-17 Term 1 enrollment data, the Division of Florida
Colleges’ enrollment model based on that data, and adjustments to the model provided by the colleges.

At the December 2nd conference, the Division of Florida Colleges presented an FTE-1A estimate; however,
staff indicated that there were potential problems with the data and adjustments submitted by Miami-Dade
College and St. Petersburg College, due to implementation issues related to their new student record systems.
The principals agreed to postpone the Conference to allow the two colleges to submit new information.

On December 8th, the Division presented a revised FTE-1A estimate based on new information submitted by
the colleges. Ultimately, the Conference principals decided not to accept the revised FTE-1A estimates. Instead,
the Conference accepted the original FTE-1A estimate of 324,426 FTE presented by the Division on December
2nd. Although the estimate is higher than the August projection of 323,659 FTE, it represents a decrease of
3,566 FTE (1.1%) from the FY 2015-16 actual enrollment.

Despite the projected decrease in overall system FTE enrollment, the decline appears to be leveling off as
compared to prior years. In fact, five of the colleges anticipate level enroliment year-to-year (within plus or
minus one-half of one percent), and 16 colleges are expecting to post positive growth over FY 2015-16.

For all Lower Division programs, FTE enrollment is expected to decrease by 4,650 FTE (or 1.5%) from
312,711 FTE in FY 2015-16 to 308,061 FTE in FY 2016-17. The loss in Lower Division FTE is primarily
related to further declines in Development Education and Advanced and Professional enrollments. For Upper
Division programs, the FY 2016-17 enrollment is expected to increase to 16,365 FTE, which is approximately
5% of total FTE enrollment. This represents an increase of 1,084 (7.1%) over the FY 2015-16 enrollment of
15,281.

The following table shows the adopted FTE estimates compared to the prior year enroliment as well as the FTE
projection adopted by the Conference in August. At the next enrollment estimating conference, the principals
requested a preliminary estimate of FY 2017-18 FTE enrollment to be presented along with the FY 2016-17
FTE-2A estimate.
