2 CSICS/HB 427, as passed, was substantially different than CS/HB 427. While it is not possible to determine the impact of the bill as passed, it is likely that offenders convicted of traveling across county lines to commit a burglary will receive longer sentence

3 CSICSICSISB 526, as passed, conformed to the similar CS/HB 7027. The CS/CS/CS/SB 526 prison bed impacts of the adult-on-minor multiplier and the elimination of gain-time provision shown here are the same as were adopted for HB 7027 at the Januar
4 CSICS/CS/HB 989, as passed, incorporated portions of CS/HB 1017 which would change the potential prison bed impact from "No Impact” to “Indeterminate”.
