Executive Summary

The Public Schools PK-12 Education Estimating Conference met to review the school districts’ forecasts of Florida Education Finance Program (FEFP) full-time equivalent (FTE) student enrollment and to adopt a new FEFP FTE forecast for the 2007-08 school year.

The new 2007-08 FEFP FTE forecast is 1,896 FTE students higher than the forecast adopted on December 15, 2006.  The FTE enrollment is expected to increase only 5,953 students (.2%).over the 2006-07 year.  Twenty-four of the seventy-four school districts are expected to have enrollment declines.
Slightly larger forecasts were adopted for the Exceptional Student Education (ESE) Basic Education Grades 9-12 (2,376 higher), Basic Education Grades K-3 (1,620 higher), ESE Level IV (417 higher) and ESE Level V (230 higher).

Both the English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) Program and the Career Education Program are expected to increase over the 2006-07 levels; however, the February 12, 2007 forecasts for these two categories are lower than the December 15, 2006 forecast.  The ESOL Program forecast declined 2,869 FTEs and the Career Education Program forecast declined 287 FTEs.
The CO FTE forecast for 2007-08 and long-range forecasts of both the FEFP and CO FTEs will be developed using the same methodology as was used for the December 15, 2006 Conference.
