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Some Factors Affecting School Enrollment
Corporate Tax Credit Scholarships
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The credits for a single tax year can influence scholarships for three school years.  Ex:  The 2005 tax year can affect the 2004-05, 2005-06, and 2006-07 scholarships.

Notice that the Corporate Tax Credits approved have increased for the 2005 and 2006 tax years.  The scholarships have increased only slightly as of November 2006.  Thus, expect increases in scholarships in the second half of the 2006-07 school year and the 2007-08 school year.

Possible Factors for ESE Basic 113 Growth 
This program category has been growing at a higher rate than the growth overall in high school.  Reasons given by the districts are 1) more ESE Basic students are staying longer in school to receive a regular diploma and 2) reinstatement of high school gifted classes.  An increase due to students staying longer in school would show up in grade 12 since the extra years are classified as grade 12 enrollment.  An increase due to reinstatement of high school gifted classes would be evident in each grade.  The graphs following show the ESE Basic 113 percentage of each grade and the change in the percentages from 2001-02 through 2005-06. 
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
