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The Education Estimating Conference met on July 18, 2024, to adopt the final forecast for Capital Outlay Full‐Time 
Equivalent Membership (COFTE) through the 2034‐35 school year.  A preliminary forecast was previously adopted 
on June 26, 2024.  That forecast was based on a cohort survival method which incorporated both recent and long-
term trends, as well as 2023-24 COFTE actual enrollment.  On July 2nd, the preliminary forecast was shared with all 
school districts that have COFTE enrollment for their review and input.  The only school district to submit an 
alternative COFTE enrollment forecast during the appeal window was Flagler. 
 
Flagler Schools requested an alternative forecast that resulted in a level increase ranging from 130.25 FTE to 
1,030.41 FTE throughout the forecast horizon (2024-25 through 2034-35).  The rationale for the district’s request 
was to incorporate growth rates which reflected more recent local activity.  The Conference reviewed the request 
and adopted the requested revision.  All other districts remained as they were in the preliminary forecast. 
 
The following table provides the state-level COFTE enrollment forecast as adopted by the Conference on July 18th.  
The “Annual Change” column represents the statewide change in enrollment from the prior year.  Variations in 
annual change are due to different-sized grade cohorts moving through the public school system.  Used for the 
purpose of facility planning, COFTE growth is calculated at the individual district level as the difference between 
the current year and the maximum of the prior three years.
