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One new law relating to the tax on slot machine revenue was passed during the 2010 
Regular Legislative Session. CS/SB622 (Ch. 2010-29, Laws of Florida) had several slots-
related provisions: Hialeah Park will become eligible to have Slot Machines after 
conducting two years of live racing, the tax rate on slot machines revenues is reduced 
from 50% to 35%, and the facilities will pay on a monthly rather than a weekly basis 
beginning July 1, 2012. The table below summarizes the projected impact of the bill on 
Slot Machine taxes.
