
Voluntary Prekindergarten Estimating Conference  
Executive Summary 

January 18, 2018 
 

 
The Voluntary Prekindergarten (VPK) Estimating Conference met on January 18, 2018 to adopt a new 
forecast through Fiscal Year 2022-23.  As part of its analysis, the Conference reviewed data from the 
Office of Early Learning that included:  final 2016-17 school year data, final 2017 summer data, and 
2017-18 school year data through November 2017. 
 
The Conference also discussed the VPK forecast methodology.  Recently, VPK program year growth rates 
have been modeled after population growth rates of 4-year olds.  An alternative methodology was 
presented where VPK program year growth would be based on lagged births (births for those students 
that would be entering the VPK program) instead of population projections.  The performance of recent 
data indicated that the growth in lagged births more closely mirrored VPK program growth.  The 
Conference decided that, beginning with this forecast, VPK program year growth rates represent lagged 
birth growth rates. 
 
Also, it should be noted that starting with the March 2017 conference, VPK data represent all attendees 
in the program (both the regular program and the VPK specialized instructional services program). 
 
Final program year VPK, for the 2016-17 school year and 2017 summer, was within 266.21 FTE from the 
forecast adopted at the August 2, 2017 conference.  This translated to an increase of 321.82 FTE for FY 
2016-17.  However, recent 2017-18 school year VPK enrollment data reported through November 2017 
indicated that a downward adjustment was warranted to the Conference’s prior forecast for FY 2017-18 
of 1,681.19 FTE.  These data combined with the new methodology, implied a forecast that is slightly 
lower in 2018-19 than what was adopted in August 2017 (a decline of 639.02 FTE in FY 2018-19).  In the 
outer years, the forecast was also revised slightly downward, with a decline of slightly over 1,600 FTE in 
FY 2022-23 (see table below). 
 
The new forecast produces a participation rate of 75.5% in the outermost year.
