Voluntary Prekindergarten Estimating Conference
Executive Summary
January 13, 2020

The Voluntary Prekindergarten (VPK) Estimating Conference initially met on January 9, 2020, to review final
2018-19 data, preliminary 2019-20 school year data and to adopt a new forecast through Fiscal Year 2024-25.
As part of its analysis, the Conference reviewed both the latest birth estimates from the Florida Demographic
Estimating Conference and data collected from the new EFS Modernization portal by the Office of Early
Learning through of the end of November 2019.

Growth in the Voluntary Prekindergarten program generally tracks birth data. In all years but the current,
changes between this forecast and the last are heavily influenced by the new birth forecast. The current year
relies more heavily on actual data. In this regard, the new EFS Modernization system provides a snapshot of
enrollment and payment data. School year forecasts for 2019-20 were estimated using 2017-18 ratios of
comparable data through November and 2018-19 FTE to enrollment ratios. As typically done at this time of
year, summer FTE and enroliment forecasts were held constant to 2019 levels.

At the time of the conference, Miami-Dade Public Schools had not placed all of their VPK enrollments into the
EFS Modernization system. The Office of Early Learning initially suggested an adjustment of 4,797 students,
but after discussion with the affected Early Learning Coalition, indicated a need to further revise the
adjustment upwards. The Estimating Conference reviewed the initial forecast and requested more
information prior to adopting the 2020-21 through 2024-25 forecast series.

On January 13, 2020, the Estimating Conference reconvened to review three scenarios: 1) a forecast reflecting
an additional 4,797 paid VPK students through November 2019 in Miami-Dade Public Schools as reviewed on
January 9%, 2) a forecast with an updated Office of Early Learning projection of an additional 4,996 paid VPK
students through November 2019 in Miami-Dade Public Schools, and 3) a forecast that holds 2019-20 school-
year for Miami-Dade constant to 2018-19 enrollment levels. Reviewing feedback from the coalition citing
upwards of 6,000 students potentially being reported for VPK payments through November 2019, the
Conference adopted Scenario 3, the highest of the scenarios, reflecting the estimate closest to the coalition’s
6,000 VPK enrollment expectation.

The resulting forecast for the 2019-20 fiscal year enrollment was lower than estimated (-1,142.37 FTE) at the
last Conference. Overall, the forecast is lower through 2023-24 than what was adopted in August 2019,
ranging from -972.51 FTE in 2022-23 to -1,817.15 FTE in 2023-24. The final forecast year, 2024-25, was
greater than the previously adopted forecast by 110.56 FTE due to an increase in estimated births (see table
below).

The new forecast produces a participation rate of 74.13% in the outermost year. If additional data for Miami-
Dade Public Schools is available prior to the final development of the FY 2020-21 budget, the Conference will
reconvene to address it.
